Here are a few tips and suggestions that you might find helpful:
	· Wear comfortable clothes and shoes. 
· We provide light snacks for workers during their shift - usually water and soft drinks, candy bars, cookies and crackers. Please plan your regular meals around your work shift. 
· The tasks assigned to workers during their shift are dependent on the needs of a shift. We will always give complete and detailed instructions to workers so that they will be comfortable with the tasks assigned to them. 
· Drop off day workers usually help us inspect and place items on the sales floor as they come in. 
· Shopping day workers will help us keep the sales floor picked up, un-tagging items for shoppers before they check out and other miscellaneous tasks. 
· Saturday after the sale is over, our workers help us re-sort the items that didn't sell so they are ready for consignors to pick up. 
· Workers must sign-in as they arrive for their work shift. 
· After workers are signed in, they will get a worker identification badge to wear during their shift. This helps shoppers and others know who is a volunteer worker.
